This year's Every Kid Outdoors programs reached several thousand 4th grade students, providing
transportation, tram rides, and museum education programs along with an annual pass for the students.

We will honor the builders of the
Arch with a special commemorative
eventin October.

JNPA funded presentations from bridge historian Paul Giroux, who spoke to staff and visitors about the
history and engineering innovations of the Eads Bridge. Giroux’s training enabled staff to develop educational
programs throughout the summer.

JNPA also supported the Read With a Ranger program, with themes related to the Old Courthouse history.
Families received a book of their own — creating a connection lasting long after their visit.

The Engineering Contest supported by JNPA provided high school students with opportunities to solve
real-life engineering problems facing the park.

The annual high school Engineering
Contest reached new heights, with
12 teams visiting the park and

9 teams presenting at Washington
University’s McKelvey School of
Engineering.

Ulysses S. Grant National Historic Site presented two week-long workshops for African American middle
school youth. The students explored untold and under-told stories of local 19th century African Americans,
using the park’s exhibit on Slavery in St. Louis and information obtained from guest presenters and research.
Students selected stories they wanted to share with others, and prepared a presentation for the group.

The Ulysses S. Grant Association Annual Meeting was held in St. Louis. Park staff participated in planning
and presenting programs.

The interpretation team completed its Long-Range Interpretation Plan and then started working on the
site's Strategic Plan for 2025-2027. They received comments from community stakeholders regarding
the site’s strengths/weakness, challenges/opportunities, and areas on which to focus.

The site had record-breaking attendance at the annual summer concerts, with over 200 people attending
the June concert.

NATIONAL PARK International Falls, Minnesota

Voyageurs welcomed a record number of participants in its expanded
interpretive programs and boat tours. More than 8,700 passengers
experienced the park’s beauty through ranger-led boat tours. This
was made possible by a 15% increase in the number of tours offered.

The park hosted nearly 800 students on field trips, immersing them
inlessons about the park’s history and cultural significance, and
recreational activities like fishing.

Voyageurs conducted its first-ever teacher retreat, offering
educators a hands-on experience to enhance statewide environmental
education related to the park’s themes.

New Visitor Center

The Crane Lake Visitor Center will
have its Grand Opening in June of
2025. The site will serve as ahub
for accessing multiple nearby
recreational opportunities and
public lands in addition to the
national park. Later in the year, the
park will install exhibits focused on
dark sky education, Indigenous
heritage, and the historic fur trade,
while also guiding visitors on how
to safely and respectfully enjoy the
surrounding natural sites.

50th Anniversary

Voyageurs staff is excitedly planning
multiple events to celebrate the
park’s 50th anniversary. Established
in1975, the park is a testament to
the perseverance and commitment
to protecting our nation’s natural
and historic landscapes. We will

use this anniversary celebration as
achance to look back at how far
we've come and anticipate what new
opportunities lie ahead for the park.

The park also hosted numerous Night Sky events for both in-person and virtual attendees, commemorating
its status as a leading destination for astro-tourism.
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In2024, INPA's support played a vital role in advancing conservation
efforts and enhancing visitor experiences at Voyageurs. JNPA's
matching contribution to the Wetland Restoration Project enabled the
purchase and maintenance of essential equipment for the removal of
hazardous invasive cattail mats from lakes throughout the park, making
a significant ecological impact.

The support of a part-time JNPA employee enabled the interpretation
staff to focus on educational and interpretation programs for the public,
which led to arecord-breaking year for ranger-led boat tour programs.
JNPA also installed new retail fixtures at the Rainy Lake Visitor Center,
increasing display space and enhancing the shopping experience.

JNPA's funding provided invaluable specialized training opportunities
for park staff,including an advanced geology class, travel support for
Public Information Officer training, and sponsorship for staff to attend
and present research at the International Rainy-Lake of the Woods
Watershed Forum.

Voyageurs National Park is named for the
French-Canadian voyageurs who engaged
inthe North American fur trade inthe

late 1700s and early 1800s. The 218,555-
acre parkis filled with lakes, streams,
southern boreal forests, and northern
hardwood forests.

The land once provided abundant resources
for the indigenous tribes who first inhabited
the region.

The JNPA stores at Voyageurs realized a healthy 21% increase in revenue over the previous year. During
the fall of 2024, JNPA supported the park by remodeling the Rainy Lake Visitor Center store. The remodel
has provided a more appealing and efficient merchandising of our educational products.

MNRR hosted 17 kayak clinics in 2024 which provided 141 visitors with
the opportunity to learn paddling basics and safety, and to have an
enjoyable morning out on the water.

The 2024 Watershed School Festival included over 400 students,
teachers, and chaperones who experienced a variety of river topics
from over 20 presenters.

Another initiative for MNRR in 2024 was the building up of a volunteer
program. A Community Volunteer Ambassador intern contributed to
writing a park policy, developing important documents, and recruiting
volunteers for each division of MNRR.
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This site safeguards a 100-mile stretch of
the lower Missouri River in South Dakota
and Nebraska, making it a crucial
component of the NPS’s mission to protect

and provide access to the nation’s most
cherished landscapes.

Visitors can explore the river's diverse
ecosystems and learn about the river's role
in American history, from Lewis and Clark’s
expedition toits use as a vital transportation
corridor during the westward expansion.

JNPA funding provided volunteer t-shirts for the 2024 Missouri River Cleanup. Over 100 volunteers
received a t-shirt as a thank you and commemoration of the event.

Free giveaways were provided to visitors at the Mobile Ranger Station events. Park-branded items included
useful items like sunglasses, pens, bobbers, and reflective key light whistles.

MNRR was also awarded a JNPA BlueSky Opportunity Fund grant to help create stronger relationships with
the tribal nations associated with the park, as part of a new Intertribal Cultural Heritage Project.

In 2024, the staff of the Gavins Point Dam and Lewis & Clark Visitor Center gave 54 guided dam tours to more
than 1,500 elementary and high school students. They also conducted water safety programs for more than
1,000 children and adults. The site secured funding to begin a major re-landscaping project for the front of the
visitor center and surrounding areas.

New Interpretive Exhibits

Exhibits will focus on the three local
tribes, highlighting their history along
the Missouri River and interactions
with the Lewis and Clark expedition.
We will also create new interpretive
panels on the Gavins Point Dam.

Metal Art Panels

Plans are underway to create and
install large metal raised-art panels
for the exterior of the Visitor
Center, depicting Lewis and Clark,
and Native Americans.

Funding provided by JNPA made it possible for the site to improve the interpretation and educational outreach
programs to schools and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers campgrounds.

Proceeds from the
Lewis and Clark Visitor Center bookstore help sustain educational programs and exhibits about
the Lewis and Clark Expedition, as well as the area’s natural and cultural history.

In 2024, Ste. Geneviéve National Historical Park staff coordinated with multiple new and existing community
partners to facilitate a successful community-wide event for viewing the 2024 total solar eclipse. The park
served more than 3,000 visitors and received overwhelmingly positive feedback from involved partners and
visitors following the event.

Another notable achievement was the accelerated development
of the Volunteersin Parks (VIP) program. The park launched
“Maintain Memorial,” a one-day volunteer service event; hosted

a Community Volunteer Ambassador intern; and began recruiting
for andfilling new VIP positions.

The park hosted the Arrowhead Jazz Band in August for its third
annual NPS Birthday Bash concert, along with special programming
for Ste. Geneviéve Public Schools. The event attracted an audience
of more than 200 students.
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Ste. Geneviéve National Historical Site offers
awindow into the early French colonial
history of the Mississippi River Valley.

The town was the first permanent European
settlement west of the Mississippi River,
and has been home to Native Americans,
French colonists, African Americans,

and others.

Its historical significance lies in its well-
preserved French colonial architecture,
which dates back to the 18th century.

Ste. Genevieve National Historical Park has ambitious plans to use JNPA funding to help fulfill various
programmatic and interpretive needs. These include funding honorariums for special speakers and cultural
demonstrators, fundingillustration services for a Junior Ranger booklet, and purchasing a tablet for
education and interpretation programming and visitor services.

We plan to recruit additional
welcome center and grounds
maintenance volunteers as well as
announcing other VIP opportunities
such as single day service events
and new volunteer positions.

Bauvais-Amoureux House

to promote natural resource protection, preservation of regional cultural and history,

Annual grants from the program have supported archeology, history, natural resources,
cultural resources, heritage, and tourism projects in the region.

In 2024, we received a record number of 90 applications for LMDI local heritage grants. JNPA created
anew pre-evaluation screening process to better facilitate the large increase in applications. Eleven
projects were selected in June and awarded grants of up to $25,000 each. They included:

JNPA works closely with the LMDI Board of the National Park Service (comprised of NPS site
superintendents within the designated region) to manage the Call for Proposals, application process,
evaluations, communication with applicants and recipients, and reporting and distribution of funds.
Many of the LMDI applicants and recipients are small organizations with little experience managing
grants, and JNPA assists them through the process in order to support their efforts to preserve, protect,
and promote the Delta region’s history and cultures.
